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P11 (S100a10) is an inducible multifunctional
protein that forms a heterotetrameric complex
with Annexin A2, particularly at cell
membranes. p11, alone or together with
Annexin A2, interacts with several ion channels
and receptors and regulates their cellular
localization and function. p11 levels are altered
in depression and by antidepressant regimens.
P11 amplifies serotonergic signalling and
regulates depression-like behaviours and/or
responses to antidepressants. 
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
